is open to Shorewood residents of all ages and 
those attending school or working in the village.

Requirements:
•	 Photos must have been taken in Shorewood during the year of 2023.
•	 Contest is open to Shorewood residents of all ages and those attending school or 

working in the village. If photographer is a Shorewood-employed non-resident, 
please identify place of employment. Students should identify their school.

•	 Digital photographs must be submitted by the photographer or parent or 
guardian of a child under 18.

•	 Each photographer may submit up to five entries. One prize per person.
•	 Photos may be enhanced to compensate for technical quality and esthetics but not 

“doctored” or photoshopped (e.g. adding objects that were not originally in the 
picture). They may not show the photographer’s name, signature, logo, or website.

•	 Photo must not contain recognizable persons.
•	 Do not enter private property without permission while photographing.

•	 Photographer’s name, address, phone and email.
•	 Indicate if photographer is a Youth (under 18) or Adult (18 or older). Parent or guardian must make submission for 

anyone under 18. Only photographer’s name will be cited in the photo credit.
•	 Provide the name of the street where the building(s) is located. (Example: N. Main St.)
•	 Provide a title for your photo(s) and describe what you value about the architecture. (1-3 sentences).

By submitting a photo, you are agreeing to the following:
•	 The image is your own.
•	 The photo is not subject to any third party agreements.
•	 No laws were violated in obtaining the photo.
•	 You give the Shorewood Historical Society consent to the use of these 

photographs for any purpose consistent with the Society’s missions. 
These uses include, but are not limited to, illustrations, bulletins, exhibi-
tions, videotapes, reprints, reproductions, publications, advertisements, 

brochures, website pages and social media postings and any promotional 
or educational materials in any medium now known or later developed.
