Clean/rinsed food and other 

containers coded 1-7.

GLASS 

Clean/rinsed clear, 

brown or green food 

or beverage 

containers. 

METALS 

Clean/rinsed 

aluminum cans, 

aluminum foil and 

bakeware, steel & 

tin. 

Please! Only place these materials in your 

recycling cart. Other materials can 

contaminate the load and reduce the 

chances that any materials are recycled! 

ELECTRONICS 

If it has a cord, it can be 

recycled! Charges apply. 

TIRES 

A per tire charge 

will apply. 

VEHICLE BATTERIES 

Vehicle batteries are 

accepted at no charge.
